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PUAOI TAKES ON NONPROFIT CONSULTING AND TRAINING CENTER 
 

Honolulu, HI - The Council for Native Hawaiian Advancement (CNHA), a 501c3 nonprofit dedicated 

to community development has named Rosalee Puaoi to lead its Training & Consulting Center that 

oversees several programs including the grants training program for the federal Administration of 

Native Americans (ANA). Puaoi has managed the only statewide homeownership call center in 

Hawaii under the Home Ownership Assistance Program (HOAP), entirely dedicated to Native 

Hawaiians seeking financial literacy and mortgage loan qualifications. Under a contract with the 

Department of Hawaiian Home Lands, CNHA has increased the reach of serving 600 clients a year in 

homebuyer counseling, to more than 1,000 annually.
